God Doesn’t Make Junk

Again I am going to start my sermon talking about the creation. God created the universe and the stars, the planets, the sun and the moon. He looked upon them and deemed them good. I have lived through over 16,000 sunsets, yet still, each one is better than the last. 

In fact, it was so good that Romans 1:20 speaks of the “invisible attributes of God” that can be seen in the creation. We look at the world around us and see the beautiful things that God created—the plants, the trees, insects, and overall design that runs throughout everything—and we see God’s fingerprints everywhere. We can see those invisible attributes of God. When we look at the world, the world tells us that there is a God and that there is a Creator. Because of the beautiful and intelligent design, there has to be an intel​ligent, divine Creator. But only the Bible tells us Who God is. The creation itself should send us looking for God so we can seek to do His will.

The fact that there is amazing beauty does not prove God exists but add that to the design and architecture of everything from an ant to antelope. From mound to mountain. 

Stephen Hawking may believe that science makes God unnecessary, I want to show you where God makes science.

When Stephen Hawking, George Ellis, and Roger Penrose extended the equations for general relativity to include space and time, the results showed that time has a beginning - at the moment of creation (i.e., the Big Bang).3 In fact, if you examine university websites, you will find that many professors make such a claim - that the universe had a beginning and that this beginning marked the beginning of time (see The Universe is Not Eternal, But Had A Beginning). Such assertions support the Bible's claim that time began at the creation of the universe.

How about water? Amazing water facts…The earth is covered with about 70% water, which happens to be the same ratio of water content in most living things. Of the water on earth, about 97% is in the ocean and only 3% is drinking water. Analogies between the preciousness of God and water are on spot. Especially in the desert riddles countryside of the land around Israel. Men would dig wells and name them. 

Water is essential to our existence and health, yet if the chemical equation were just slightly off, it would be toxic. 

The phases of the moon follows the same tidal patterns and movement of water, therefore the placement of the moon in the vast universe had to be exactly in the right spot.

And of animals? The Bible tells us (Gen 1:20-25):
20 And God said, "Let the water teem with living creatures, and let birds fly above the earth across the expanse of the sky." 21 So God created the great creatures of the sea and every living and moving thing with which the water teems, according to their kinds, and every winged bird according to its kind. And God saw that it was good. 22 God blessed them and said, "Be fruitful and increase in number and fill the water in the seas, and let the birds increase on the earth."

See the colors and beauty of a butterfly or the strength, speed and intelligence of lions. Its very hard to buy into a theory that everything came from one single celled organism when you see the variety of animals He had created. The art of camouflage and flight were not for humans. This was a design for animals. Some animals have these and others don’t. To swim or not to, some can some can’t.  To breathe underwater, to see a mouse for while being hundreds of feet  above in the air, or to smell a drop of blood in a vast ocean. 

Where am I going with all this? The point is that God created it all. And He created it with a purpose. Through our own unique designs, we can surmise that we are a product of a skilled artisan, a master craftsman. We have our very own design. Consifer the design of a human eye. Caution: science content…

The white part of the eyeball is called the sclera. The sclera is made of a tough material and covers most of the eyeball. The part of the sclera in front of the coloured part of the eye is called the cornea. Unlike the rest of the sclera, which is white, the cornea is transparent, or completely clear, which lets light travel through it. The cornea helps the eye focus as light makes its way through it. It is made of clear tissue. Like clear glass, the cornea gives your eye a clear window to view the world through. Behind the cornea are the iris and the pupil. The iris has muscles attached to it that change its shape. This allows the iris to control how much light goes through the pupil. The pupil lets light enter the eye. 
Between the iris and cornea is the anterior chamber. This chamber is filled with a special transparent fluid that gives the eye oxygen, protein, and glucose (a type of sugar in the body) to keep it healthy. After light enters the pupil, it hits the lens. The lens sits behind the iris and is clear and colourless. The lens focuses light rays on the back of the eyeball - a part called the retina. The retina is in the very back of the eye, past the vitreous body. Though it's smaller than a dime, it holds millions of cells that are sensitive to light. The retina takes the light the eye receives and changes it into nerve signals so the brain can understand what the eye is seeing. The lens is suspended in the eye by a bunch of fibres. These fibres are attached to a muscle called the ciliary  muscle. The ciliary muscle changes the shape of the lens.  When you look at things up close, the lens becomes thicker to focus the correct image onto the retina. When you look at things far away, the lens becomes thinner.

Sorry to put you through that. 

Is this an act of random selection or evolution? The single celled organism didn’t even have eyes! 

Now, after all of this, here is where the title of sermon finally comes in. God doesn’t make junk. The architect of the universe also made the tiniest gnat. The painter of the northern lights, also shaped the horrific tsunami. And the earth, the universe and all its inhabitants, man and animal, live in a magnificent communion together to glorify God. 

God loves all His creations. He called them “very good”. But of all His creation, how much more does He love the one He made in His image? How much more will He give to the one He chose to inherit His kingdom.  

Our brain is limited so we cannot even comprehend the levels of love or sadness God has because of us. All of us, you and me alike, are God’s handiwork and each one of us a work of art. We are like a treasure on God’s coffee table, or a picture on God’s refrigerator. 

His message is: don’t ever think you are anything less than His perfect creation. Whatever you look like, whatever you do, however you act, your beauty is in your heart. This is where God sees you and speaks to you. All of the physical attributes we have are nothing. Our wealth, clothes, hairstyles, our jobs mean nothing to God. It is your character, your giving love you offer which separates you like a clay pot is separate from a silver or gold vessel. 

The message to and the message to all you speak to who are down on themselves, for people who have no self esteem or lack confidence. The message is God does not create junk. You are special. He has a purpose for you. Maybe you don’t know what it is yet or maybe you do. 

But to the young person contemplating suicide because they are not fulfilled, or to the lonely woman or man drowning themselves in drugs or alcohol to find happiness or escape, you need to stop looking for peace created by yourself. It will never happen. The peace you seek and the happiness you lack is found in the Lord Almighty. We are unhappy because we are descendants of sin and subconsciously we give ourselves a guilt trip. No one likes us…we can’t do it…I am not good enough… God offers you forgiveness of these sins forever. You do not have to be weighed down and in chains from sin. 

See how the animal effortlessly lives in God’s environment. They don’t over think it, they just do God’s will. They are not obsessed for more and more and more. How selfish we are. Who do we think we are to damage God’s artistry or think it is anything less than a masterpiece? 

Job 12:7-10 (NIV) tells us, "But ask the animals, and they will teach you, or the birds of the air, and they will tell you; or speak to the earth, and it will teach you, or let the fish of the sea inform you. Which of all these does not know that the hand of the LORD has done this? In his hand is the life of every creature and the breath of all mankind."

You have worth. You have a purpose and discovering that will make you happy. Discovering what God has in store for you will fulfill you. Knowing that you are not junk will give you enough confidence to forget life’s attacks on you. The attacks you suffer is like Satan painting vulgar graffiti on a priceless work of art. He wants to make you think you are less than you are. You are as beautiful and precious as the sunset which get more beautiful everyday.
