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I heard on a radio station the other day that Congress had met for 35 minutes or so to vote on a controversial topic whose outcome would start the radio station buzzing with calls in outrage. Congress had voted to keep In God We Trust as our national motto. Obama thought E Pluribus Unum was our motto. When asked how he felt about Congress' vote, he said something to the effect that God would want America to have jobs; a shameless plug at his new Jobs Bill. 
But the calls into the radio station from the listeners was more disturbing than the fact that Congress almost voted down our motto. And that people who live according to an ancient book are stupid. We were called stupid. I think I wore out my cell phone trying to call in and rip someone a new one. God intervened and all I got was a busy signal.
But I've got two words for those callers. Too bad! This country is a democracy and majority ruled in God's favor this time for once. All too much, God's love is never found because Satan is influencing the whiners and complainers in the minority who didn't get their own way to spread the word in venues such as the news, blogs, and other media that they are victims and we are stupid. That the science of men rule and they control their own destinies. Can you imagine a motto like "In Man We Trust"?
One caller ranted for a moment and thought he struck a crippling blow when he ended his call by saying "where was God during 9-11. I'll tell you where God was, He was comforting those who needed it where He is supposed to be. God was not responsible for the terrorists, that was Satan's work. God was as usual picking up the pieces and Satan was blogging that there is no God. He told the man his story and asked him how can this church possibly help a boy like him. 
The man told Geronimo that he should speak to their pastor. Geronimo was expecting a preacher, clean cut, dressed nice, a holy roller. Instead who he found was a tough looking man riddled in tattoos, jeans and a -shirt. This man looked like a gang member like Geronimo. And the pastor told Geronimo his story. In and out of prison, always in trouble and without hope. Just like Geronimo. This pastor as a prisoner did have one wish, that he could at least get back to his family. But then he would land back in jail setting himself back at square one. Until one day in jail, he found Jesus and salvation. He prayed to God, surrendered his life to God and prayed that he would one day be set free from his prison. He was eventually released and true to his word, ever since then, he made it his lifes work to help clean up the hard streets. 
Geronimo could relate to this guy. So Geronimo gave his life to Jesus because of this tough guy pastor and later started his own clean up crusade. His outreach center placed strategically next to the most popular strip club in that area of Rochester. But that’s not the best part of this story. The tough pastor who saved Geronimo's life got his prayers answered too. He finally got to see his family after so many years. Because Geronimo was actually his son!  
In God We Trust. We can take all our cares and woes to Him and in His way and His will, He saves us all. Those who seem to be lost without hopes can be found. It may not happen the way the after school specials show happy endings but in time and prayer, we can trust in our Lord to bring reconciliation and healing. If you feel hopeless and want to give up, instead of moping and complaining, we need to seek strength in the Lord and pull ourselves up by our boots and make change happen. 
Do not trust in yourself or man to save you. Trust in the divine plan of God. The bible is 66 books to tell one story. The weak shall inherit paradise if we follow our leader. I may be in the defeated minority when the leader of my choice loses or is criticized. But that will only make my resolve stronger to work towards convincing others of His right to rule because of His enduring love. My leader once stood before a group of His piers, people who once adored Him. And the majority vote to the government was to put Him to death. It was illegal to put Him on trial. Evidence against Him was fabricated. His people betrayed Him. But that majority vote that killed Him made Him even stronger and set us free.
